DUBAI, 26 January 2023 – The stage is set for some of the best products that the jewellery 

world has to offer at Jewellery, Gem & Technology in Dubai (JGTD), the highly anticipated 

international B2B sourcing fair that is taking place from 12 to 14 February at the Dubai World 

Trade Centre (DWTC).
